Chinese is number one for the number of
native speakers, but with 400 million mother-eongue speakers and at least as many using it as a second
language, English has become the world’s main communication tool.

How did a language brought to Britain by settlers from northern Germany become so widely
spoken? Part of the reason is its flexibility and willingenss to absorb new words from other parts of the
world. We speak amelange of motely words of mongrel origin.

The language spoken by the Angles and sarons 1500 years ago was very different from the language
we speak now. It has gone through massive changes. The invasion by the normans in 1066 brought
many french words of Latin and Greek origin. So we have sheep (old English) and mutton (French).

Modern English envolved around 500 years ago when shake speare was writing. He invented
hundrds of new words and phrases, many of which are in common use today. Wrods like ‘lonely’,
‘hurry’ and ‘majestic’ had not been used before And well-known phrases like wild goose chase and ‘a
tower of strength’ first appeared in his plays. In later years English adopted words from Spanish, like
guerrilla; from the caribben, like barbecuse; and from India, like pyjamas. There are many words from
Arabic too coffee, cotton, sugar and algebra. Itis this absorption capacity that makes English so rich and
fascinating, cabable of great poetry and elegance, but also open to puns, nuances and doubles entendres.

In the last few years, globalisation and the growth of the Interent has made English the lingua Franca
of business, aviation and even diplomacy. Most major multinational companies use English to ensure
that all their offics in different countries can talk to each other. Pilots have to use English to communicat
with air traffic controlles. And in Brussels, European diplomates nagotiate with each other in English.
This growth has led to the development of shortend simpler English with a limited vocabulary of around
1500 words (Compared with over 600000 in the oxfored English Dictionary)

Some people might lament the simplification of English. But if it helps people to communicate,it
isn’ta problem. The growht of English makes our language a valuable tool for soft power, i.e. enabling
us tomake friends and influence people, not through military might but through culture. Across the
world, people want to study English to help them get on in their studies or in their careers. The
importance of English will not diminish with Brexit. This drive to learn gives native English Speakers
an advantage. And it is no surprise many students want to learn English from the British council rather
than other native speakers.

To serve this demand, the British council works to create understanding between the people of the
UK and other countries by creating opportunities, building connections and engendering trust. The
council operates in 100 countries across the world in the fields of arts and culture, English language,
education and civil society. Each year they reach over 20 milion people face-to-face and more than 500
million people online, via broadcasts and publication. In libya, the council works with univesities and
schools to promote English, including a range of examinations and qualifications. They have
developed many innovative ways to promote English, for example through radio programmes,
Facebook and Twitter. Their work goes beyond the language and includes out reach to communities
through programmes. Such as young Arah voices that helps train young people to set up their own
debate clubs, reinforcing their ability to discuss subjects of their own choosing in a mature and dignified
manner.

Dr. Panjabrao Deshmukh :
An Educationist...

The Well-known Vaidarbhain Son, Popularly know as Bhausaheb Deshmukh. Dr. Panjabrao
Deshmukh was a social activist, educationist and a farmer’s leader. Dr. Deshmukh was selected by
Nehru as the first agricuture minister of India. The impact of his social thinking is still descernible
through the functioning of the educational institutes running under the root of Shivaji Eduction
Society, Amravati of which Dr. Panjabrao Deshmukh was the Founder President :

Humble Beginning :-

Born at papal in Amravati district of Vidarbha, Maharasthra on 27 December 1898.
Bhausaheb’s childhoold days were spent happily at papal. His father Shamrao Deshmukh was
farmer and Mother Radhabai a simple housewife - After completing his primary education at home
in the small vilage, he was sent to songaon at first and then to karnja Lad for high school upto nineth
standard. Then he took admission in Hind High School. Amravati - after that he went to forgusson
college at pune. In those times there were no facilities of higher education in India Many students
used to go to England or further education. So he also wanted take education to become barrister
from Cambridge University. He took barrister degree in 1921. He also took M.A. honours in
Sanskrit and done Ph.D. offering The subject “Origin and Development of Religion in vedic
Literature”... Development of his work for the society began during his higher education which took
aserious turn after his return from England. Like great sages of Maharashtra his action spoke louder
than his words. He was attached with satya shodhak Samaj of Matma Phule.. He did satagraha for
entry to untrouchables in Ambabai Tempe, Amravati, which was a very strongly condemned by the
upper castes Dr. Bhimrao Ramji Ambedkar supported him in this movement. Dr. Panjabrao
Deshmukh also started equality his mother asked him to conduct traditional activity “Shaddha” with
Brahmins. He brought untrouchables students from his school hostel to home and his mother
treated them as Brahmins. Dr. Deshmukh worked hard to remove untouchability from our society.
There is an agriculture university named after him at Akola i.e. Panjabrao Deshmukh Krishi
Vidyapeeth. He was a well known educationalist who well cemented the foundation of education
not only in Vidarbha but thought the Maharshtra region.

Educational Activitiy :-

His own experiance of adversities of getting educated himself, was enough for Dr. Deshmukh to
known that prosperity would come only when the weapon of knowledge become available to all - for

this purpose in 1931 he established the Shivaji Education Society. It runs more than 350 instututes
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working in the field of higher and higher secondary education. He established the Bharat Krishak
Vidyapeeth. He was well known educationalist who well cemened the foundation of educations in
not only in Vidharba but Throughout the Maharashtraregio. He was a only man of India who brough
international leaders in India. He started to process of establishment of agriculture Universities all
across the country and gave filip to agriculture education and rearch. Dr. Deshmukh Took over the
berar education society Amravati and nursed it through it’s growing years. Dr. Panjabrao
Deshmukh succeded in his effort to the donation ofRs. 13,000/- from his highness. So Dr. Deshmukh
used his interpersonal skill. Dr. Deshmukh also participatedinthe progress of the nation. His
contribution where recognized when he was selected by Jawaharlal Nehru to become the first
Minister of Agriculture in the union cabinate.

He established the “Bharat Krushak Samaj” and launched a campaign called “Food for
Millions™ in 1955. He brought in the Japanese Method in rice cultivation in 1958 and organized the
world Agriculture fair in 1959 which was inaugurated by the then president of U.S. Dwight
Eisenhower. Dr. Deshmukh started the process for the establishment of agriculture universtists, all
across the country, and gave fillip to agriculture education, agriculture research and related
extension activities. He wanted to ensure that the Final benificiary of all these enterprise would be
the ordinary farmer. He opened rural institutes that would train youngsters in the engineering and
technical aspects of farming. Dr. Deshmukh also made useful contribution as a member of the Draft
Commitee for the constution of the Republic of India chaired by Dr. B.R. Ambedkar.

Finally I want to say one more thing. I am very proud of you sir because I am studing in your
colleges, and the value of the work you have done for the society is very big. Honestly you will
always be in our heart....!

According
to protocol of World Health Organization (WHO) guidelines for drinking water quality for India is -
water should be odourless, colourless, transparent, no suspended particle, neutral in nature at PH 7,
non soapy nature, free chemical content, useful mineral content (as per norm), TDS must be 50 ppm
to 150 ppmin average and 1 to 1.5 us electrical conductivity.

The Department has taken initiative to check the quality of water by measuring some
parameter i.e. TDS, Electrical conductivity by ELICO-TDS analyser, PH by PH-Meter, Acidity-
alkalinity, Colour and Odour property by chemical method. The special projects on Analysis of
water given to B. Sc.II students to Check Water quality in their residential area. Thus Department of

Chemistry provide information about quality of drinking water in surrounding area of Chikhli.
