Prafulla Chandra Ray, widely regarded as the Father of Indian Chemistry, in association with
the Indian Council of Chemists (ICC).

He is revered as a pioneer of
modern chemical research in India and served as a major source of inspiration for the
development of chemical sciences in the country. On this occasion, the Department of
Chemistry organized the National Chemistry Day celebration on 2" August 2025 at 11:30
a.m. in the Padharinath Patil Auditorium Hall.
